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8.1  Suggestion to Ecologically Related Species Working Group

Purpose

(ERSWG) work program.

Background

The 9" Annual Meeting was held in Canberra on 15-18 October 2002. The Extended
Commission agreed on Ecologically Related Species Working Group activities as
follows:

¢ endorse the draft agenda for the 5t meeting of the ERS working group at
Attachment 9 of the report of the 4t ERSWG. (Attachment A)

¢ members providing a summary of papers submitted to the working group
meeting in their national report; and

e intersessional consultation between members and the secretariat on how
best to manage the business of the working group and arrangements for the
preparation and exchange of papers and reports.

In June, the members agreed the 5" ERSWG would be held on 2-5 February next year.

Since the 9" Annual Meeting, the Secretariat has been working with members to
develop the educational pamphlets on sharks and seabirds. The contents of pamphlets
have aready agreed by members and they are now being trandlating into non English
versions. It is planned to submit the pamphletsto CCSBT 10 for the Extended
Commission’s approval.

Arrangement of next meeting

The Commission had agreed on having intersessional consultation, however, it
has not been undertaken by members. The Scientific Committee isinvited to



discuss this aspect, in particular, how to deal with the volume and scientific
focus of business at the 5" ERSWG.

Educational Pamphlets

The Scientific Committee isinvited to consider progress on completion of all
language versions of the pamphlets and if necessary, make recommendations to

members to ensure completion of the draft pamphlets for formal approval at
CCSBT10.
