The Secretariat engaged six consultants to assist the CCSBT in selected scientific projects
and/or meetings during 2023.

Pope in 2019. At the time of Professor Cox’s appointment, Members also agreed on revised
terms for the Advisory Panel. Under the agreed terms, Professor Cox’s appointment term is
three years with up to two reappointments permitted. Professor Cox’s first term concluded at
the end of ESC 27 in 2022.
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Unfortunately, the decision to renew Professor Cox’s appointment for a second term was not
put to Members at CCSBT 29 and is now overdue. Professor Cox did agree to fulfill his

duties on the Advisory Panel at the recently concluded ESC 28, with the understanding that
his reappointment would not be confirmed until CCSBT 30.

The Executive Secretary is recommending a review of the existing arrangements surrounding
the provision of compliance assistance and data entry services.
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With the introduction of an eCDS in the coming year, the administrative burden of the
scheme is likely to increase in the short term as the Secretariat accommodates both an
electronic system and a traditional paper-based one. The demands on the Secretariat are also
increasing with additional requests for analysis and reporting particularly in relation to the
Japanese market study. The reliance on casual contracted staff to deliver key CCSBT
operational requirements also presents some risks to the organisation and limits institutional
knowledge.
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Having an additional permanent presence within the Secretariat would ensure that Member
expectations are being met particularly in the administration of compliance services. The
resource required to meet the immediate needs of the Secretariat would be a junior position.
The Secretariat estimates that consolidating the existing casual data entry and compliance
assistance roles into a part-time (3 days a week) position would cost approximately $60,000
more than the current arrangement?,
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The Executive Secretary is also proposing amendments to the CCSBT Staff Regulations,
which are further described in paper CCSBT-EC/2310/05.

The annual ERSWG Data Exchange occurred during 2023. Australia, Indonesia, Japan,
Korea, New Zealand, and Taiwan submitted ERS data required for this data exchange,
although Japan provided no Table 2 data for 2022 since it had no observers deployed on SBT
vessels.
