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Proposal on management and compliance measures on SBT farming
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The Extended Commission for the Conservation of Southern Bluefin Tuna,
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Noting that the Independent Review of the Australian SBT Farming Operation Anomalies

identified two main areas where potential anomalies may occur in estimating SBT catch:

loss of weight during tow; biases in the 40 fish sample.
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Agrees, in accordance with paragraph 3(b) of Article 8 of the CCSBT Convention, that:
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1 Members whose flag vessels fish or transfer quantities of southern bluefin tuna (SBT)
to farming cages shall undertake the necessary measures:
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a) to ensure that a representative number of SBT shall be sampled and tagged when
SBT are caught for investigation of change in weight during the towing.
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b) to ensure that all SBT shall be measured in weight and length and put tags with
identifiable serial number when they are transferred from towing cage to farm pen.
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c) to report information on the weight, length, tag number, transfer date of individual SBT
to the CCSBT Secretariat, which put such information on the private area of the CCSBT
web site.
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2 Members under whose jurisdiction farming facilities for SBT are located shall adopt the
necessary measures to:
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a) record weight, length, tag number, and harvest date of individual SBT when it is
harvested, and report such information to the CCSBT Secretariat, which put the
information on the private area of the CCSBT web site
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b) set up and maintain a registry of SBT farming facilities under their jurisdiction
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c) to submit the following information on all SBT farming facilities within the registry to the
CCSBT Secretariat, which put the information on the private area of the CCSBT web site.
® name of farming facilities, register number,

® names and addresses of owner (s) and operator (Ss),

® |ocation,

® farming capacity (in t)
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3 Members that export farmed SBT as RD, GG and DR shall ensure that each exported
SBT is put a tag with the number that was assigned to the SBT when it was caught. The
number must be written in a TIS.
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4 The Extended Scientific Committee shall undertake scientific trials to identify following
issues and report back the results at the CCSBT14;

® Growth rates including weight gains during the farming,

® \Weight loss during towing

® Bias in 40 fish sample rules
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
